Our 6,000+ square mile area is incredibly
diverse and has unsurpassed populations of Dall sheep,
Alaska/Yukon moose and Mountain caribou. We have
a very conservative management program that targets
only the upper age class of all species hunted. Our rams
average over 10 years old, and we believe in leaving
a good surplus of old trophy animals for breeding and
teaching the younger animals how to survive. We spread
our harvest throughout our entire area and seldom hunt
the same locations more than once a year. Because the
outfitter areas are so large in the NWT, they allow us to
use helicopters as a means to deploy hunters and guides
throughout our entire areas. This gives us the opportunity
to safely access otherwise inaccessible areas and spread
out our pressure, ensuring proper game management.
After guiding and outfitting for 36 years throughout
the western United States, Alaska and abroad, it is my
opinion that the MacKenzie Mountains is the finest, most
game rich destination in North America, if not the world.
You won’t be disappointed!

We are proud to report that 2019 was another outstanding
yearfor Raven’s Throat.
